On August 15th I attended the Texas Federation Nation’s State President’s Meeting along with John Miller who was there to serve as our club’s “conservation director”.  
Below are the highlights:

· In 2010 State dues will be raised from $18 to $20.

· In 2010 National dues will be raised from $20 to $30.

· Various conservation issues were discussed.  The key was to raise awareness of overall fish health at our tournaments:

· Encouraging (but not requiring) clubs to go to 3 fish limits during the hotter months.

· Encouraging (but not requiring) clubs to explore the possibility of going to paper tournaments instead of weigh-in’s to minimize fish handling.

· Explore the possibility of scheduling the majority of tournaments in cooler months instead of the heat of summer.

· Protect the fish’s slime coat at all cost!  Use of proper fish handling gloves at weigh-in, use of salt dips for parasite control and the use of quality rubber nets when landing fish.

· Skeeter Raffle Ticket Sales aka “Cash for Clubs Program”:

· Our club was recognized once again for our outstanding success in the programs inaugural year.

· Tickets were dispersed amongst the regions based upon the overall sales of the particular region last year.

· Our club is starting out with 800 tickets.  Our club sold 1040 last year.
